It’s time to take a trip to the trenches and trek the mountains of Persia because on 4th November 2021, Particular Books will publish the next two books in Dominic Sandbrook’s Adventures in Time children’s history series – The First World War and Alexander the Great. 
The Adventures in Time series brings the past alive for twenty-first century children, allowing them to discover the thrills and spills of history within a page turning narrative. These stories are every bit as exciting as those of Harry Potter or Matilda Wormwood. The only difference is they actually happened. For children aged eight to twelve and tailored to the curriculum, the Adventures in Time series is perfect for fans of Horrible Histories who are ready for something a little more in-depth. 
Just in time for Remembrance Day, Dominic Sandbrook helps us travel back in time to The First World War. From the soaring heights of an aeroplane cockpit to the desperate depths of the enemy trenches, we are plunged first-hand into a conflict like no other as, amid the greatest clash of empires ever known, the future of the world hangs in the balance.
Alexander the Great has one, wild dream: to rule the world. And with his childhood friends and his beloved horse Bucephalas, he sets out from his home in Ancient Greece to do just that. Join Alexander on his incredible journey through the deserts of Egypt and over the snow-capped mountains of Persia all the way to India, defeating all who stand in his way. As we discover, anything is possible with the help of the gods. 
The first two books in the series, The Second World War and The Six Wives of Henry VIII, were published on 1 July 2021 in hardback (both £14.99). 
The Second World War allows readers to witness the war through the eyes of ordinary people living in extraordinary times, from the women who worked all night in factories to the chess players who cracked unbreakable codes. The Six Wives of Henry VIII invites readers to step into the Tudor court: a dangerous world, where one misstep could cost your life. Through the eyes of Henry VIII's six very different queens, from a brave Spanish princess to a wise English widow, readers are taken on a thrilling journey through the twists and turns of a dramatic age. 
Sandbrook said: ‘I've loved history ever since I was a boy and I’m delighted to be able to bring it to life for today’s children. All of the books are grounded firmly in fact, just as in my history books for adults. But they’re definitely not homework. They’re written to be fun, with engaging characters and cliffhanging chapters. These are books for 21st century children who enjoy Harry Potter and Star Wars, as well as those who already love knights, castles, queens and battles.’
The books have been illustrated by Edward Bettison, who also created their striking covers. Bettison is one of the UK’s foremost illustrators and jacket designers.
On 7 April 2022, Particular Books will publish the next book in the series, Cleopatra. A book on the Vikings is also scheduled for publication in 2022, with more books in the series to follow.  
About the author
Sandbrook is best known as the author of history books for adults as well as for presenting BBC television and radio series. This is the first time he has written books for children. He had the idea for the series after a family trip to the Imperial War Museum. After the trip, his nine-year-old son, Arthur, wanted to learn more about the Second World War but struggled to find the right book. Arthur now serves as chief battle consultant for the series.
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
